§ 3.4.1 Based on the Owner' s approval of the Design Development Documents, and on the Owner' s authorization of 
any adjustments in the Project requirements and the budget for the Cost of the Work, the Architect sha ll prepare 
Construction Documents for the Owner's approval. The Construction Documents shall illustrate and describe the 
further development of the approved Design Development Documents and shall cons ist of Drawings and 
Specifications setting forth in detail the quality levels and perfomiance criteria of materials and systems and other 
requirements for the construction of the Work. The Owner and Architect acknowledge that, in order to perform the 
Work, the Contractor will provide add itional infom1ation, including Shop Drawings, Product Data, Samples and 
other similar submi ttals, which the Architect shall review in accordance with Section 3.6.4. 

§ 3.4.2 The Architect shall incorporate the des ign requi rements of governmental authorities having jurisdiction over 
the Project into the Construction Documents. 

§ 3.4.3 During the development of the Construction Documents, the Architect sha ll assist the Owner in the 
development and preparation of ( 1) procurement information that describes the time, place, and conditions of 
bidding, including bidding or proposal forms; (2) the form of agreement between the Owner and Contractor; and (3) 
the Conditions of the Contract for Construction (General, Supplementary and other Conditions). The Architect shall 
also compile a project manual that includes the Conditions of the Contract fo r Construction and Specifications, and 
may include bidding requirements and sample forms. 

§ 3.4.4 The Architect shall update the estimate for the Cost of the Work prepared in accordance with Section 6.3 . 

§ 3.4.5 The Architect shall submit the Construction Documents to the Owner, adv ise the Owner of any adjustments 
to the estimate of the Cost of the Work, take any action required under Section 6.5, and request the Owner's 
approval. 

§ 3.5 Procurement Phase Services 
§ 3.5.1 General 
The Architect shall assist the Owner in establishing a list of prospective contractors. Following the Owner' s 
approval of the Construction Documents, the Architect sh al I assist the Owner in ( I) obtaining either competitive 
bids or negotiated proposals; (2) confirm ing responsiveness of bids or proposals; (3) determining the successful bid 
or proposal, if any; and, (4) awarding and preparing contracts for construction. 

§ 3.5.2 Competitive Bidding 
§ 3.5.2.1 Bidding Documents shall consist of bidding requirements and proposed Contract Documents. 

§ 3.5.2.2 The Architect shall assist the Owner in bidding the Project by: 
.1 facilitating the d istribution of Bidding Documents to prospective bidders; 
.2 organizing and conducting a pre-bid conference for prospective bidders; 
.3 preparing responses to questions from prospective bidders and providing c larifications and 

interpretations of the Bidding Documents to the prospective bidders in the form of addenda; and, 
.4 organizing and conducting the opening of the bids, and subsequently documenting and distributing the 

bidding results, as directed by the Owner. 

§ 3.5.2.3 If the Bidding Documents permit substitutions, upon the Owner's written authorization, the Architect shall, 
as an Additional Service, consider requests for substitutions and prepare and distribute addenda identifying approved 
substitutions to all prospective bidders. 

§ 3.5.3 Negotiated Proposals 
§ 3.5.3.1 Proposal Documents shall cons ist of proposal requirements and proposed Contract Documents. 

§ 3.5.3.2 The Architect shall assist the Owner in obtaining proposals by : 
.1 facilitating the distribution of Proposal Documents for distri bution to prospective contractors and 

requesting their return upon completion of the negotiation process;

.2 organizing and participating in selection interviews with prospective contractors; 

.3 preparing responses to questions from prospective contractors and providing clarifications and 
interpretations of the Proposal Documents to the prospective contractors in the form of addenda; and, 

.4 participating in negotiations with prospective contractors, and subsequently preparing a summary 
repo1t of the negotiation results, as directed by the Owner. 

§ 3.5.3.3 If the Proposal Documents permit substitutions, upon the Owner's written authorization, the Architect shall , 
as an Additional Service, consider requests for substitutions and prepare and distribute addenda identifying approved 
substitutions to all prospective contractors. 

§ 3.6 Construction Phase Services 
§ 3.6.1 General 
§ 3.6.1 .1 The Architect shall provide administration of the Contract between the Owner and the Contractor as set 
forth below and in AJA Document A20 In1-2017, General Conditions of the Contract for Construction. If the Owner 
and Contractor modify AIA Document A201 - 20 17, those modifications shall not affect the Architect's services 
under this Agreement unless the Owner and the Architect amend this Agreement. 

§ 3.6.1.2 The Architect shall advise and consult with the Owner during the Construction Phase Services. The 
Architect shall have authority to act on behalf of the Owner only to the extent provided in this Agreement. The 
Architect shall not have contro l over, charge of, or responsibility for the construction means, methods, techniques, 
sequences or procedures, or for safety precautions and programs in connection with the Work, nor shall the 
Architect be responsible for the Contractor's failure to perfom, the Work in accordance with the requirements of the 
Contract Documents. The Architect shall be responsible for the Archi tect's negligent acts or omissions, but shall not 
have control over or charge of, and shall not be responsible for, acts or omissions of the Contractor or of any other 
persons or entities performing portions of the Work. 

§ 3.6.1.3 Subject to Section 4.2 and except as prov ided in Section 3.6.6.5 , the Architect's responsibi lity to provide 
Construction Phase Services commences with the award of the Contract for Construction and terminates on the date 
the Architect issues the final Certificate for Payment. 

§ 3.6.2 Evaluations of the Work 
§ 3.6.2.1 The Architect shall visit the s ite at intervals appropriate to the stage of construction, or as otherwise 
required in Section 4.2.3, to become generally familiar with the progress and quality of the portion of the Work 
completed, and to determine, in general, if the Work observed is being performed in a manner indicating that the 
Work, when fully completed, will be in accordance with the Contract Documents. However, the Architect shall not 
be required to make exhaustive or continuous on-site inspections to check the quality or quantity of the Work. On 
the basis of the s ite visits, the Architect shall keep the Owner reasonably informed about the progress and qual ity of 
the portion of the Work completed, and promptly report to the Owner (I) known deviations from the Contract 
Documents, (2) known deviations from the most recent construction schedule submitted by the Contractor, and (3) 
defects and deficiencies observed in the Work. 

§ 3.6.2.2 The Architect has the authority to reject Work that does not conform to the Contract Docume nts. Whenever 
the Architect considers it necessary or advisable, the Architect shal l have the authority to require inspection or 
testing of the Work in accordance with the provisions of the Contract Documents, whether or not the Work is 
fabricated, installed or completed. However, neither this authority of the Architect nor a decision made in good faith 
either to exercise or not to exercise such authority shall give rise to a duty or responsibility of the Archi tect to the 
Contractor, Subcontractors, suppliers, their agents or employees, or other persons or entities performing portions of 
the Work. 

§ 3.6.2.3 The Architect shall interpret and decide matters concerning performance under, and requirements of, the 
Contract Documents on written request of either the Owner or Contractor. The Architect 's response to such requests 
shall be made in writing within any time limits agreed upon or otherwise with reasonable promptness. 

§ 3.6.2.4 Interpretations and decisions of the Architect shall be consistent with the intent of, and reasonably inferable 
from , the Contract Documents and shall be in writing or in the form of drawings. When making such interpretations 
and decisions, the Architect shall endeavor to secure faithful performance by both Owner and Contractor, shall not 
show partiality to either, and shall not be liable for results of interpretations or decisions rendered in good faith. The 
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Architect's decisions on matters re lating to aesthetic effect sha ll be final if consistent with the intent expressed in the 
Contract Documents. 

§ 3.6.2.5 Unless the Owner and Contractor designate another person to serve as an Initia l Decision Maker, as that 
term is defined in AJA Document A201- 2017, the Architect shall render initial decisions on Claims between the 
Owner and Contractor as provided in the Contract Docum ents. 

§ 3.6.3 Certificates for Payment to Contractor 
§ 3.6.3.1 The Architect shall review and certify the amounts due the Contractor and shall issue certificates in such 
amounts. The Architect's certification for payment shall constitute a representation to the Owner, based on the 
Architect' s evaluation of the Work as provided in Section 3.6.2 and on the data comprising the Contractor's 
Application for Payment, that, to the best of the Architect' s knowledge, information and belief, the Work has 
progressed to the point indicated, the quality of the Work is in accordance with the Contract Documents, and that the 
Contractor is entitled to payment in the amount certified. The foregoing representations are subj ect to ( I ) an 
evaluation of the Work for conformance with the Contract Documents upon Substantial Completion, (2) results of 
subsequent tests and inspections, (3) correction of minor deviations from the Contract Documents prior to 
completion, and (4) specific qualifications expressed by the Architect. 

§ 3.6.3.2 The issuance of a Certificate for Payment sha ll not be a representation that the Architect has ( I) made 
exhaustive or continuous on-site inspections to check the quality or quanti ty of the Work, (2) reviewed construction 
means, methods, techniques, sequences or procedures, (3) reviewed copies of requis itions received from 
Subcontractors and suppliers and other data requested by the Owner to substantiate the Contractor's right to 
payment, or (4) ascertained how or for what purpose the Contractor has used money previously paid on account of 
the Contract Sum. 

§ 3.6.3.3 The Architect shall maintain a record of the Applications and Certificates for Payment. 

§ 3.6.4 Submittals 
§ 3.6.4.1 The Architect shall review the Contractor's submittal schedule and shall not unreasonably de lay or withhold 
approval of the schedule. The Architect's action in reviewing submittals shall be taken in accordance with the 
approved submittal schedule or, in the absence of an approved submittal schedule, with reasonable promptness whi le 
allowing sufficient time, in the Architect's profess ional judgment, to perm it adequate review. 

§ 3.6.4.2 The Architect shall review and approve, or take other appropriate action upon, the Contractor's submittals 
such as Shop Drawings, Product Data and Samples, but only for the limited purpose of checking for conformance 
with information given and the design concept expressed in the Contract Documents. Review of such submittals is 
not for the purpose of determining the accuracy and completeness of other information such as dimensions, 
quantities, and installation or performance of equi pment or systems, which are the Contractor's responsibility . The 
Architect's review shall not constitute approval of safety precautions or construction means, methods, techniques, 
sequences or procedures. The Architect' s approval of a specific item shall not indicate approval of an assembly of 
which the item is a component. 

§ 3.6.4.3 If the Contract Documents specifically require the Contractor to provide professional design services or 
certifications by a design professional related to systems, materials, or equipment, the Architect shall specify the 
appropriate performance and design criteria that such services must satisfy. The Architect shall review and take 
appropriate action on Shop Drawings and other submittals related to the Work designed or certified by the 
Contractor' s design professional, provided the submittals bear such professional' s seal and signature when 
submitted to the Architect. The Architect's review shall be for the limi ted purpose of checking for confonnance with 
information given and the design concept expressed in the Contract Documents. The Architect shall be entitled to 
rely upon, and shall not be responsible for, the adequacy and accuracy of the services, certifications, and approvals 
performed or provided by such design professionals. 

§ 3.6.4.4 Subject to Section 4.2, the Architect shall review and respond to requests for information about the Contract 
Documents. The Architect shall set forth, in the Contract Documents, the requirements for requests for information. 
Requests for information shall include, at a minimum, a detailed written statement that indicates the specific 
Drawings or Specifications in need of clarification and the nature of the clarification requested. The Architect's 
response to such requests shall be made in writing within any time limits agreed upon, or otherwise with reasonable

promptness. If appropriate, the Architect shall prepare and issue supplemental Drawings and Specifications in 
response to the requests for information. 

§ 3.6.4.5 The Architect shall maintain a record of subm ittals and copies of subm ittals supplied by the Contractor in 
accordance with the requirements of the Contract Documents. 

§ 3.6.5 Changes in the Work 
§ 3.6.5.1 The Architect may order minor changes in the Work that are consistent with the intent of the Contract 
Documents and do not involve an adjustment in the Contract Sum or an extension of the Contract Time. Subject to 
Section 4.2, the Architect sha ll prepare Change Orders and Construction Change Directives for the Owner's 
approval and execution in accordance with the Contract Documents. 

§ 3.6.5.2 The Architect shall maintain records relative to changes in the Work. 

§ 3.6.6 Project Completion 
§ 3.6.6.1 The Architect shall: 

.1 conduct inspections to detennine the date or dates of Substantial Completion and the date of final 
completion; 

.2 issue Certificates of Substantial Completion; 

.3 forward to the Owner, for the Owner's review and records, written warranties and related documents 
required by the Contract Documents and received from the Contractor; and, 

.4 issue a final Certificate for Payment based upon a final inspection indicating that, to the best o f the 
Architect's knowledge, in formation, and belief, the Work complies with the requirements of the 
Contract Documents. 

§ 3.6.6.2 The Architect's inspections shall be conducted with the Owner to check conformance of the Work with the 
requirements of the Contract Documents and to verify the accuracy and completeness of the list submitted by the 
Contractor of Work to be completed or corrected. 

§ 3.6.6.3 When Substantial Completion has been achieved, the Architect shall inform the Owner about the balance of 
the Contract Sum remaining to be paid the Contractor, inc luding the amount to be retained from the Contract Sum, if 
any, for final completion or correction of the Work. 

§ 3.6.6.4 The Architect shall forward to the Owner the fo llowing infomiation received from the Contractor: (I) 
consent of surety or sureties, if any, to reduction in or partial release of retainage or the making of fi nal payment; (2) 
affidavits, receipts, releases and waivers o f liens, or bonds indemnifying the Owner against liens; and (3) any other 
documentation required of the Contractor under the Contract Documents. 

§ 3.6.6.5 Upon request of the Owner, and prior to the expiration of one year from the date o f Substantia l Completion, 
the Architect shall , without additional compensation, conduct a meeting with the Owner to review the facil ity 
operations and performance.

§ 4.2.1 Upon recognizing the need to perform the fo llowing Additional Services, the Architect shall notify the Owner 
w ith reasonable promptness and explain the facts and circumstances giving rise to the need. The Architect sha ll not 
proceed to prov ide the following Add itional Services until the Architect receives the Owner's written authorization: 

. l Services necessitated by a change in the Initial Information, previous instructions or approvals g iven 
by the Owner, or a material change in the Project inc lud ing size, quali ty, complexity, the Owner's 
schedule or budget for Cost of the Work, or procurement or delivery method; 

.2 Services necessitated by the enactment or revision o f codes, laws, or regulations, including changing or 
edit ing previo usly prepared Instruments of Service; 

.3 C hanging or editing previo us ly prepared Lnstruments of Service necessitated by official interpretations 
of applicable codes, laws o r regulations that are either (a) contrary to specific inte rpretations by the 
applicable authorities having j urisdiction made prior to the issuance of the building pern1it, or (b) 
contrary to requirements of the instruments of Service when those Instruments of Serv ice were 
prepared in accordance with the appl icable standard of care; 

.4 Services necessitated by decisions of the Owner not rendered in a timely manner or any other fa ilure of 
performance on the part of the Owner or the Owner' s consultants o r contracto rs; 

.5 P repa ring digita l models or other design documentation for transmiss ion to the Owner' s consultants 
and contractors, or to other Owner-autho rized recipients; 

.6 Preparation o f design and documentatio n for a lternate bid or proposal requests proposed by the Owner; 

.7 Preparation for, and attendance at, a public presentation, meeting or hearing; 

.8 Preparation for, and attendance at, a dispute resolution proceeding or legal proceeding, except where 
the Architect is party thereto;

. IO Consultation concerning replacement of Work resulting from fire o r other cause during construc tion; 
or, 

.11 Assistance to the Initia l Decis ion Maker, if o ther than the Architect. 

§ 4.2.2 To avo id delay in the Construction Phase, the Architect sha ll provide the fo llowing Additional Services, 
noti fy the Owner with reasonable promptness, and explain the fac ts and ci rcumstances giving ri se to the need. If, 
upon receipt of the Architect 's notice, the Owner determines that al I or parts of the services are not requi red, the 
Owner shall g ive prompt written notice to the Architect of the Owner' s determination. The Owner sha ll compensate 
the Architect fo r the services provided prior to the Arch itect's receipt of the Owner' s notice . 

. I Reviewing a Contractor' s submitta l out of sequence from the submittal schedule approved by the 
Architect; 

.2 Responding to the Contractor' s requests for informatio n that are not prepared in accordance with the 
Contract Documents or where such information is avai lable to the Contractor from a careful study 
and comparison of the Contract Documents, fie ld conditions, other Owner-provided information, 
Contractor-prepared coord ination drawings, or prior Proj ect correspondence or documentation; 

.3 Preparing Change Orders and Constructio n C hange Directives that requi re evaluation of Contractor' s 
proposals and supporti ng data, or the preparatio n or revis ion of Lnstruments of Serv ice; 

.4 Evaluating an extensive number of Claims as the Initia l Decisio n Maker; or, 

.5 Evalua ting substitut ions proposed by the Owner or Contractor and m aking subsequent revisions to 
Lnstruments of Service resulting therefrom. 

§ 4.2.3 The Architect s hall provide Construction Phase Services exceeding the limits set forth below as Additional 
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Services. When the limits below are reached, the Architect shall notify the Owner: 
. I Two ( 2 ) reviews of each Shop Drawing, Product Data item, sample and similar subm ittals of the 

Contractor 
.2 One Hundred Forty ( 140 ) vis its to the site by the Architect during construction (typical 4 vis its per 

month x project duration) 
.3 Two ( 2 ) inspections for any portion of the Work to determine whethe r such portion of the Work is 

substantially complete in accordance with the requirements of the Contract Documents 
.4 Two ( 2 ) inspections for any portion of the Work to determine final completion. 

§ 4.2.4 Except for services required under Section 3.6.6.5 and those services that do not exceed the limits set forth in 
Section 4.2.3, Construction Phase Services provided more than 60 days after ( I) the date of Substantial Completion 
of the Work or (2) the initial date of Substantial Completion identified in the agreement between the Owner and 
Contractor, whichever is earlier, shall be compensated as Additional Services to the extent the Architect incurs 
additional cost in providing those Construction Phase Services. 

§ 4.2.5 lfthe services covered by this Agreement have not been completed within forty eight ( 48 ) months of the 
date of this Agreement, through no fault of the Archi tect, extension of the Architect's services beyond that time sha ll 
be compensated as Additiona l Services. 

ARTICLE 5 OWNER'S RESPONSIBILITIES 
§ 5.1 Unless otherwise provided for under this Agreement, the Owner shall provide information in a timely manner 
regarding requirements for and limitations on the Project, including a written program, which shall set forth the 
Owner 's objectives; schedule; constraints and criteria, inc luding space requirements and relationships; flexibi lity; 
expandability; specia l equipment; systems; and s ite requi rements. 

§ 5.2 The Owner sha ll establish the Owner's budget for the Project, including ( I) the budget for the Cost of the Work 
as defined in Section 6.1; (2) the Owner's other costs; a nd, (3) reasonable contingencies related to all of these costs. 
The Owner shall update the Owner's budget for the Project as necessary th roughout the duration of the Project until 
final completion. If the Owner signifi cantly increases o r decreases the Owner' s budget for the Cost of the Work, the 
Owner shall notify the Architect. The Owner and the Architect sha ll thereafter agree to a corresponding change in 
the Project's scope and quality. 

§ 5.3 The Owner shall identify a representative authorized to act on the Owner's beha lf w ith respect to the Proj ect. 
The Owner sha ll render decisions and approve the Architect's submittals in a timely manner in order to avoid 
unreasonable delay in the orderly and sequential progress of the Architect' s services. 

§ 5.4 The Owner shall fu rnish surveys to describe phys ical characteristics, legal limitations and uti lity locations for 
the site of the Project, and a written legal description of the site. The surveys and legal information shall include, as 
applicable, grades and lines of streets, a lleys, pavements and adjoining property and structures; designated wetlands; 
adjacent drainage; rights-of-way, restrictions, easements, encroachments, zoning, deed restrictions, boundaries and 
contours of the site; locations, dimensions, and other necessary data with respect to existing buildings, other 
improvements and trees; and information concerning available utility services and lines, both public and private, 
above and below grade, including inverts and depths. All the information on the survey shall be referenced to a 
Project benchmark. 

§ 5.5 The Owner shall furnish services of geotechnical engineers, which may include test borings, test pits, 
determinations of soil bearing va lues, percolation tests, evaluations of hazardous materia ls, seismic evaluation, 
ground corrosion tests and res istivity tests, inc luding necessary operations for anticipating subsoil conditions, w ith 
written reports and appropriate recommendations. 

§ 5.6 The Owner shall provide the Supplemental Services designated as the Owner's responsibil ity in Section 4 .1. 1. 

§ 5.7 If the Owner identified a Sustainable Objective in Article I, the Owner shall fulfill its responsibilities as 
required in AIA Document E204TM..2Q 17, Sustainable Proj ects Exhibit, attached to this Agreement. 

§ 5.8 The Owner sha ll coordinate the services of its own consultants w ith those services provided by the Architect. 
Upon the Architect's request, the Owner sha ll furnish copies of the scope of services in the contracts between the 
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Owner and the Owner's consultants. The Owner shall furnish the services of consultants other than those designated 
as the responsibility of the Architect in this Agreement, or authorize the Architect to furnish them as an Additional 
Service, when the Archi tect requests such services and demonstrates that they are reasonably required by the scope 
of the Project. The Owner shall require that its consultants and contractors maintain insurance, including 
professional liability insurance, as appropriate to the services or work provided. 

§ 5.9 The Owner shall furnish tests, inspections and reports required by law or the Contract Documents, such as 
structural , mechanical, and chemical tests, tests for air and water pollution, and tests for hazardous materials. 

§ 5.10 The Owner shall furni sh all legal, insurance and accounting services, including auditing services, that may be 
reasonably necessary at any time for the Project to meet the Owner's needs and interests. 

§ 5.11 The Owner shall provide prompt written notice to the Architect if the Owner becomes aware of any fault or 
defect in the Project, including errors, omissions or inconsistencies in the Architect's Instruments of Service. 

§ 5.12 The Owner shall include the Architect in a ll communications with the Contractor that relate to or affect the 
Architect's services or professional responsibili ties. The Owner shall promptly notify the Architect of the substance 
of any direct communications between the Owner and the Contractor otherwise relating to the Project. 
Communications by and with the Architect's consultants shall be through the Architect. 

§ 5.13 Before executing the Contract for Construction, the Owner shall coordinate the Architect's duties and 
responsibilities set forth in the Contract for Construction with the Architect's services set forth in this Agreement. 
The Owner shall provide the Architect a copy of the executed agreement between the Owner and Contractor, 
including the General Conditions of the Contract for Construction. 

§ 5.14 The Owner shall provide the Architect access to the Project site prior to commencement of the Work and shall 
obligate the Contractor to provide the Architect access to the Work wherever it is in preparation or progress. 

§ 5.15 Within I 5 days after receipt of a written request from the Architect, the Owner shall furni sh the requested 
information as necessary and relevant for the Architect to evaluate, give notice of, or enforce lien rights. 

ARTICLE 6 COST OF THE WORK 
§ 6.1 For purposes of this Agreement, the Cost of the Work shall be the total cost to the Owner to construct all 
elements of the Project designed or specified by the Architect and shall include contractors' general conditions costs, 
overhead and profit. The Cost of the Work also includes the reasonable value of labor, materials, and equipment, 
donated to, or otherwise furnished by, the Owner. The Cost of the Work does not include the compensation of the 
Architect; the costs of the land, rights-of-way, financing, or contingencies for changes in the Work; or other costs 
that are the responsibility of the Owner. 

§ 6.2 The Owner's budget for the Cost of the Work is provided in Initial Information, and shall be adjusted 
throughout the Project as required under Sections 5.2, 6.4 and 6.5. Evaluations of the Owner 's budget for the Cost of 
the Work, and the preliminary estimate of the Cost of the Work and updated estimates of the Cost of the Work, 
prepared by the Architect, represent the Architect's judgment as a design professional. It is recognized, however, 
that neither the Architect nor the Owner has control over the cost of labor, materials, or equipment; the Contractor's 
methods of determining bid prices; or competitive bidding, market, or negotiating conditions. Accordingly, the 
Architect cannot and does not warrant or represent that bids or negotiated prices will not vary from the Owner's 
budget for the Cost of the Work, or from any estimate of the Cost of the Work, or evaluation, prepared or agreed to 
by the Architect. 

§ 6.3 In preparing estimates of the Cost of Work, the Architect sh al I be permitted to include contingencies for 
design, bidding, and price escalation; to detern1ine what materials, equipment, component systems, and types of 
construction are to be included in the Contract Documents; to recommend reasonable adjustments in the program 
and scope of the Project; and to inc lude design a lternates as may be necessary to adjust the estimated Cost of the 
Work to meet the Owner' s budget. The Architect's estimate of the Cost of the Work shall be based on current area, 
volume or similar conceptual estimating techniques. If the Owner requires a detailed estimate of the Cost of the 
Work, the Architect shall provide such an estimate, if identified as the Architect's responsibility in Section 4.1. l , as 
a Supplemental Service. 
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§ 6.4 If, through no fault of the Architect, the Procurement Phase has not commenced within 90 days after the 
Architect submits the Construction Documents to the Owner, the Owner's budget for the Cost of the Work shall be 
adjusted to reflect changes in the general level of prices in the applicable construction market. 

§ 6.5 lf at any time the Architect' s estimate of the Cost of the Work exceeds the Owner' s budget for the Cost of the 
Work, the Architect shall make appropriate recommendations to the Owner to adjust the Project 's size, quality, or 
budget for the Cost of the Work, and the Owner sha ll cooperate with the Archi tect in making such adjustments. 

§ 6.6 If the Owner' s budget for the Cost of the Work at the conc lusion of the Construction Documents Phase 
Services is exceeded by the lowest bona fide bid or negotiated proposal, the Owner shall 

. I g ive written approval of an increase in the budget for the Cost of the Work; 

.2 authorize rebidding or renegotiating of the Project within a reasonable time; 

.3 terminate in accordance with Section 9.5; 

.4 in consultation with the Architect, revise the Project program, scope, or quality as required to reduce 
the Cost of the Work; or, 

.5 implement any other mutually acceptable alternative. 

§ 6.7 lfthe Owner chooses to proceed under Section 6.6.4, the Architect shall modify the Construction Documents as 
necessary to comply with the Owner's budget for the Cost of the Work at the conclusion of the Construction 
Documents Phase Services, or the budget as adjusted under Section 6.6. 1. If the Owner requires the Architect to 
modify the Construction Documents because the lowest bona fide bid or negotiated proposal exceeds the Owner's 
budget for the Cost of the Work due to market conditions the Architect could not reasonably anticipate, the Owner 
shall compensate the Architect for the modifications as an Addi tional Service pursuant to Section 11 .3 ; otherwise 
the Architect's services for modifying the Construction Documents shall be without additional compensation. fn any 
event, the Architect 's modification of the Construction Documents shall be the limit of the Architect's responsibility 
under this Article 6. 

ARTICLE 7 COPYRIGHTS AND LICENSES 
§ 7.1 The Architect and the Owner warrant that in transmi tting Instruments of Service, or any other information, the 
transmitting party is the copyright owner of such infonnation or has permission from the copyright owner to 
transmit such information for its use on the Project. 

§ 7.2 The Architect and the Architect 's consultants sha ll be deemed the authors and owners of the ir respective 
Instruments of Service, including the Drawings and Specifications, and shall retain all common law, statutory and 
other reserved rights, including copyrights. Submission or distribution of Lnstruments of Service to meet official 
regulatory requirements or for similar purposes in connection with the Project is not to be construed as publ ication 
in derogation of the reserved rights of the Architect and the Architect's consultants. 

§ 7.3 The Architect grants to the Owner a nonexclusive license to use the Architect's Instruments of Service solely 
and exclusively for purposes of constructing, us ing, maintaining, altering and adding to the Project, provided that the 
Owner substantially performs its obligations under this Agreement, inc luding prompt payment of a ll sums due 
pursuant to Article 9 and Article I I. The Architect shall obtain similar nonexclusive licenses from the Architect' s 
consultants consistent w ith this Agreement. The license granted under this section permits the Owner to authorize 
the Contractor, Subcontractors , Sub-subcontracto rs, and suppliers, as we ll as the Owner's consultants and separate 
contracto rs, to reproduce applicable portions of the fnstruments of Service, subject to any protocols established 
pursuant to Section 1.3, solely and exclusively for use in perfonning services or construction for the Proj ect. If the 
Architect rightfully terminates this Agreement for cause as provided in Section 9.4, the license granted in this 
Section 7 .3 sha ll tern1inate. 

§ 7.3.1 In the event the Owner uses the instruments of Service without retaining the authors of the instruments of 
Service, the Owner releases the Architect and Architect's consultant(s) from a ll claims and causes of action arising 
from such uses. The Owner, to the extent permitted by law, further agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the 
Architect and its consultants from all costs and expenses, including the cost of defense, related to claims and causes 
of action asserted by any third person or entity to the extent such costs and expenses arise from the Owner 's use of 
the Instruments of Serv ice under this Section 7.3. 1. The terms of th is Section 7.3. 1 shall not apply if the Owner 
rightfully terminates this Agreement for cause under Section 9.4. 
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§ 7.4 Except for the licenses granted in this Article 7, no other license or right shal l be deemed granted or implied 
under this Agreement. The Owner shall not assign, delegate, subl icense, pledge or otherwise transfer any license 
granted here in to another party without the prior written agreement of the Architect. Any unauthorized use of the 
Instruments of Service sha ll be at the Owner' s sole risk and without liabil ity to the Architect and the Architect ' s 
consultants. 

§ 7.5 Except as otherwise stated in Section 7.3, the provis ions of this Article 7 shall survive the termination of th is 
Agreement. 

ARTICLE 8 CLAIMS AND DISPUTES 
§ 8.1 General 
§ 8.1.1 The Owner and Architect shall commence all claims and causes of action against the other and arising out of 
or re lated to this Agreement, whether in contract, tort, or otherwise, in accordance with the requi rements of the 
binding dispute resolution method selected in this Agreement and within the period specified by appl icable law, but 
in any case not more than 10 years after the date of Substan tia l Completion of the Work. The Owner and Architect 
waive all claims and causes of action not commenced in accordance with this Section 8. 1.1. 

§ 8.1.2 To the extent damages are covered by property insurance, the Owner and Architect waive a ll rights against 
each other and against the contractors, consultants, agents, and employees of the other for damages, except such 
rights as they may have to the proceeds of such insurance as set fo rth in AlA Document A201- 201 7, General 
Conditions of the Contract fo r Construction. The Owner or the Architect, as appropriate, sh al I require of the 
contractors, consultants, agents, and employees of any of them, similar waivers in favor of the other parties 
enumerated herein. 

§ 8.1.3 The Architect and Owner waive consequential damages for claims, disputes, or other matters in question, 
ari sing out of or relating to this Agreement. T his mutual waiver is applicable, without limitation, to all consequential 
damages due to either party's termination of this Agreement, except as specifically provided in Section 9.7. 

§ 8.2 Mediation 
§ 8.2.1 Any claim, dispute or other matter in question arising out of or re lated to this Agreement shall be subj ect to 
mediation as a condition precedent to binding dispute resolution. If such matter relates to or is the subject of a lien 
aris ing out of the Architect's services, the Architect may proceed in accordance with applicable law to comply with 
the lien notice or fil ing deadlines prior to resolution of the matter by mediation or by binding dispute resolution. 

§ 8.2.2 The Owner and Architect shall endeavor to resolve claims, disputes and other matters in question between 
them by mediation, which, unless the parties mutually agree otherwise, shall be administered by the American 
Arbitration Association in accordance with its Construction Industry Mediation Procedures in effect on the date of 
this Agreement. A request for mediation shall be made in writing, delivered to the other party to this Agreement, and 
filed w ith the person or entity administering the mediation. The request may be made concurrently with the fi ling of 
a complaint or other appropriate demand for binding dispute reso lution but, in such event, mediation shall proceed in 
advance of binding dispute resolution proceedings, which shall be stayed pend ing mediation for a period of 60 days 
from the date of filing, unless stayed for a longer period by agreement of the parties or court order. If an arbitration 
proceeding is stayed pursuant to this section, the parties may nonetheless proceed to the selection o f the arbitrator(s) 
and agree upon a schedule for later proceedings. 

§ 8.2.3 T he parties shall share the mediator' s fee and any filing fees equa lly. The mediation shall be he ld in the place 
where the Project is located, unless another location is mutually agreed upon. Agreements reached in mediat ion shall 
be enforceable as settlement agreements in any court having jurisdiction thereof. 

§ 8.2.4 If the parties do not resolve a d ispute through mediation pursuant to this Section 8.2, the method of bind ing 
dispute resolution shall be the fo llowing:

If the Owner and Architect do not select a method of binding dispute reso lution, or do not subsequently agree in 
writing to a binding dispute resolution method other than litigation, the dispute will be resolved in a court of 
competent jurisdiction. 

§ 8.3 Arbitration 
§ 8.3.1 lfthe parties have selected arbitration as the method for binding dispute resolution in this Agreement, any 
claim, dispute or other matter in question aris ing out of or related to this Ag reement subject to, but not resolved by, 
mediation shall be subject to arbitration, which, unless the parties mutually agree otherwise, shall be administered by 
the American Arbitration Association in accordance with its Construction Industry Arbitration Rules in effect on the 
date of this Agreement. A demand for arbitration shall be made in writing, delivered to the other party to this 
Agreement, and filed w ith the person or entity administering the arbitration. 

§ 8.3.1.1 A demand for arbitration shall be made no earlier than concurrently with the filing of a request for 
mediation, but in no event shall it be made after the date when the institutio n of legal or equitable proceedings based 
on the claim, dispute or other matter in question would be barred by the applicable statute of limitations. For statute 
ofl imitations purposes, receipt of a written demand for arbitration by the person or entity administering the 
arbitration shall constitute the institution of legal or equitable proceedings based on the c laim, dispute or other 
matter in question. 

§ 8.3.2 The foregoing agreement to arbitrate, and other agreements to arbi trate with an add itional person or entity 
duly consented to by parties to this Agreement, shall be specifically enforceable in accordance with appl icable law 
in any court having jurisdiction thereof. 

§ 8.3.3 The award rendered by the arbitrator(s) shall be final , and j udgment may be entered upon it in accordance 
with applicable law in any court having jurisdiction thereof. 

§ 8.3.4 Consolidation or Joinder 
§ 8.3.4.1 Either party, at its sole discretion, may consolidate an arbi tratio n conducted under this Agreement with any 
other arbitration to which it is a party provided that ( I) the arbitration agreement governing the other arbitration 
pern1its consolidation; (2) the arbitrations to be consolidated substantially involve commo n questions of law or fact; 
and (3) the arbitrations employ materially similar procedural rules and methods for selecting arbitrator(s). 

§ 8.3.4.2 E ither party, at its sole discretion, may include by joinder persons or entities substantially involved in a 
common question o f law or fact whose presence is required if complete relief is to be accorded in arbi tration, 
provided that the party sought to be joined consents in writing to such joinder. Consent to arbitration involving an 
additional person or entity sha ll not constitute consent to arbitration of any claim, dispute or other matter in question 
not described in the written consent. 

§ 8.3.4.3 The Owner and Architect grant to any person or entity made a party to an arbitration conducted under this 
Section 8.3, whether by joinder or consolidation, the same rights of jo inder and consolidation as the Owner and 
Archi tect under this Agreement. 

§ 8.4 The prov isio ns of this Article 8 shall survive the termination of this Agreement. 

ARTICLE 9 TERMINATION OR SUSPENSION 
§ 9.1 lftbe Owner fai ls to make payments to the Architect in accordance with this Agreement, such fa ilure shall be 
cons idered substantial no nperformance and cause for termination or, at the Architect's option, cause for suspension 
of performance of services under this Agreement. If the Architect elects to suspend services, the Architect shall give 
seven days' written notice to the Owner before suspending services. In the event of a suspension of services, the 
Architect shall have no liability to the Owner for delay or damage caused the Owner because of such suspens ion of 
services. Before resuming services, the Owner shall pay the Architect all sums due prior to suspension and any 
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expenses incurred in the interruption and resumption of the Architect's services. The Archi tect' s fees for the 
remaining services and the time schedules shall be equitably adjusted. 

§ 9.2 If the Owner suspends the Project, the Architect shall be compensated for services performed prior to notice of 
such suspension. When the Project is resumed, the Architect shall be compensated for expenses incurred in the 
interruption and resumption of the Architect' s services. The Architect's fees for the remaining services and the time 
schedules sha ll be equitably adjusted. 

§ 9.3 rfthe Owner suspends the Project for more than 90 cumulative days for reasons other than the fault of the 
Architect, the Architect may terminate this Agreement by giving not less than seven days ' written notice. 

§ 9.4 Either party may terminate this Agreement upon not less than seven days' written notice should the othe r party 
fai l substantially to perform in accordance with the terms of this Agreement through no faul t of the party initiating 
the termination. 

§ 9.5 The Owner may terminate this Agreement upon not less than seven days' written notice to the Architect for the 
Owner's convenience and without cause. 

§ 9.6 If the Owner tem1inates this Agreement for its convenience pursuant to Section 9.5, or the Architect terminates 
this Agreement pursuant to Section 9.3, the Owner shall compensate the Architect for services performed prior to 
termination, Reimbursable Expenses incurred, and costs attributable to termination, including the costs attributable 
to the Architect's termination of consultant agreements. 

§ 9.7 In addition to any amounts paid under Section 9.6, if the Owner terminates this Agreement for its convenience 
pursuant to Section 9.5, or the Architect terminates this Agreement pursuant to Section 9.3, the Owner shall pay to 
the Architect the following fees:

§ 9.8 Except as otherwise expressly provided herein, this Agreement shall terminate one year from the date of 
Substantial Completion. 

§ 9.9 The Owner's rights to use the Architect's Instruments of Service in the event of a termination of this 
Agreement are set forth in Article 7 and Section 9.7. 

ARTICLE 10 MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS 
§ 10.1 This Agreement sha ll be governed by the law of the place where the Project is located, excluding that 
jurisdiction's choice of law rules. lf the parties have selected arbitration as the method of binding dispute resolution, 
the Federal Arbitration Act shall govern Section 8.3. 

§ 10.2 Terms in this Agreement shall have the same meaning as those in AIA Document A201 - 2017, General 
Conditions of the Contract for Construction. 

§ 10.3 The Owner and Architect, respective ly, bind themselves, their agents, successors, ass igns, and legal 
representatives to this Agreement. Neither the Owner nor the Architect shall assign this Agreement without the 
written consent of the other, except that the Owner may assign this Agreement to a lender providing financing for 
the Proj ect if the lender agrees to assume the Owner's rights and obl igations under this Agreement, including any 
payments due to the Archi tect by the Owner prior to the assignment.

§ 10.4 lf the Owner requests the Architect to execute certificates, the proposed language of such certificates shall be 
submitted to the Architect for review at least 14 days prior to the requested dates of execution. If the Owner requests 
the Architect to execute consents reasona bly required to facil itate ass ignment to a lender, the Architect shall execute 
all such consents that are consistent with this Agreement, provided the proposed consent is submitted to the 
Architect for review at least 14 days prior to execution. The Architect shall not be requi red to execute ce rtificates or 
consents that would require knowledge, services, or responsibilities beyond the scope of this Agreement. 

§ 10.5 Nothing contained in this Agreement sha ll create a contractual re lationship with, or a cause of action in favor 
of, a third party against either the Owner or Architect. 

§ 10.6 Unless otherwise required in this Agreement, the Architect shall have no responsibility for the discovery, 
presence, handling, removal or d isposal of, o r exposure of persons to, hazardous materials or tox ic substances in any 
form at the Project site. 

§ 10.7 The Architect shall have the right to include photographic or artistic representations of the design of the 
Project among the Architect ' s promotional and professional materials. The Arc hitect shall be g iven reasonable 
access to the completed Project to make such representations. However, the Architect's materia ls shall not include 
the Owner's confidential or proprietary information if the Owner has previously advised the Architect in writing of 
the specific information considered by the Owner to be confidential or proprietary . The Owner shall provide 
professional credit for the Architect in the Owner' s promotional materia ls for the Project. This Section 10.7 shall 
survive the termination of this Agreement unless the Owner terminates this Agreement for cause pursuant to Section 
9.4. 

§ 10.8 If the Architect or Owner receives information specifically designated as "confidential" or " business 
proprietary," the receiving party shall keep such information strictly confidential and shall not disclose it to any 
other person except as set forth in Section I 0.8. 1. This Section l 0.8 shall survive the termination of this Agreement. 

§ 10.8.1 The receiv ing party may disclose "confidential" or "business proprietary" information after 7 days' notice to 
the other party, when required by law, arbitrator' s order, or court order, including a subpoena or other form of 
compulsory legal process issued by a court or governmental enti ty, o r to the extent such infomiation is reasonably 
necessary for the receiving party to defend itself in any dispute. The receiving party may also disclose such 
information to its employees, consultants, or contractors in order to perfonn services or work solely and exclusively 
for the Project, provided those employees, consultants and contractors are subj ect to the restrictions on the 
disclosure and use of such information as set forth in this Section I 0.8. 

§ 10.9 The invalidity of any provision of the Agreement shall not invalidate the Agreement or its remaining 
provisions. If it is detem,ined that any prov is ion of the Agreement vio lates any law, or is otherwise invalid or 
unenforceable, then that provision shall be revised to the extent necessary to make that provis ion legal and 
enforceable. In such case the Agreement sha ll be construed, to the fullest extent permitted by law, to give effect to 
the parties' intentions and purposes in executing the Agreement.
