3. The STATE shall determine the quantity of the equipment and/or associated hardware to be util ized in the accomplishment 

of the work identified by (A) and/or (B) above. In the event the MAINTAINING AGENCY furnishes the equipment and/or 

associated hardware to be utilized in the accomplishment of the work identifi ed by (A) and/or (B) above, the MAINTAINING 

AGENCY shall ascertain that the type and quality of the equipment and/or associated hardware is in accordance with the 

STATE's Materials, Sources, and Devices with Special Acceptance Requirements (APL) as maintained by the STATE's Bureau 

of Materials and Tests. 

4. Title t o any and all equipment and/or associated hardware furnished by the STATE shall remain in the STATE and the STATE 

is deemed to be the sole owner of such equipment and/or hardware. 

5. The equipment and/or associated hardware shall be operated and maintained at the sole expense of the MAINTAINING 

AG ENCY. The MAINTAINING AGENCY agrees to provide electrical energy on a continuing basis as required, beginning at 

the time of the initial electrical service connection during the construction of the system. The MAINTAINING AGENCY 

agrees further t o maintain the equipment and/or associated hardware in a good state of repair at all times, as required in 

accordance w ith the applicable documents: Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways and the 

Alabama Department ofTransportation Standard Specifications for Highway Construction and applicable special provisions. 

Any traffic control signal equipment and/or associated hardware must also be maintained in accordance with any traffic 

signal operating plan of the STATE which is in effect at the applicable time of the maintenance. If a malfunction of the 

equipment and/or associated hardware should ever occur, the MAINTAINING AGENCY shall make or cause to be made any 

repairs immediately. If a malfunction presents a potential hazard to the motoring public and the MAINTAINING AGENCY is 

unable to repair the equipment and/or associated hardware in a timely manner as determined by the STATE, the 

MAINTAINING AGENCY agrees that the STATE reserves the right to and may repai r the equipment and/or associated 

hardware, and invoice the MAINTAINING AGENCY for all costs incurred. The MAINTAINING AG ENCY agrees to pay the 

STATE all such costs incurred by the STATE promptly upon receipt of the invoice from the STATE. 
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Sa. In instances where ALDOT maintains a fiber-optic trunk line that is used in conjunction with a closed-loop signal 

system, the MAINTAINING AGENCY shall maintain the fiber-optic cable from the splice point in the trunk line out to 

the traffic control equipment.

its agents, servants, representatives or employees, or anyone for whose acts the County may be liable. 

The term "hold harmless" includes the obl igation of the MAINTAINING AGENCY to pay damages on behalf of the State of 

Alabama, the Alabama Department of Transportation, and its agents, servants, and/or employees. 

7. Complete removal of the equ ipment and/or associated hardware, hereinabove identified by (C), wil l be at th e 

sole expense of the O STATE O MAINTAINING AGENCY. 

8. The STATE reserves the right to demand the remova l of the equ ipment and/or associated hardwa re should the 

STATE determine that the signa l is no longer required or deem its condition or operation hazardous. Further, 

the STATE shal l have the right to remove the equ ipment and/or associated hardware should the MAINTAINING 

AGENCY fail to do so upon demand by the STATE. The MAINTAINING AGENCY agrees t o reim bu rse the STATE 

for its costs associated with the removal. Any equipment and/or associated hardware which is deemed by the 

STATE to be non-uniform or obso lete wi ll be removed and disposed of by the MAINTAINING AGENCY. None of 

the non-uniform or obsolete equipment and/or associated hardware which has been removed shal l be reused 

on the STATE highway system. 

9. If future t raffic conditions require changes and/or adjustm ents to said equipment and/or associated hardware 

(other than ord inary timing), the MAINTAINING AGENCY shal l obtain th e approva l of the STATE before such 

changes are implemented and the STATE shall make a determination on whether a new Agreement is required 

to be submitted for the UPGRADING, OPERATION, and MAINTENANCE of the new equipment and/or associated 

hardware. Al l such changes sha ll be at the so le cost and expense of the MAINTAINING AGENCY. 

10. In the event Federa l funds are utili zed in the accomplishment of the work herein before described, "Exhibit M " 

is attached to and made a part of this Agreement. 

11. FUNDS SHALL NOT BE CONSTITUTED AS A DEBT 

It is agreed that the terms and commitments contained herein shall not be construed as a debt of the State of 

Alabama in violation of Article 11, Section 213 of the Constitution of Alabama, 1901, as amended by 

Amendment Number 26. It is further agreed that if any provision of this Agreement sha ll contravene any 

statute or Constitutiona l Provision or Amendment, then the conflicting provision in thi s Agreement shall be 

deemed nu ll and void. 
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For any and al l disputes arising under the terms of this Agreement, the pa rti es hereto agree, in compliance 

with the recommendations of the Governor and Attorney General, when considering settlement of such 

disputes, to utilize appropriate forms of non-binding alternative dispute resolution including, but not limited 

to, mediation by and through the Attorney Genera l's Office of Adm inistrat ive Hearings or where appropriate, 

private mediators.

14. By entering into this agreement, the MAINTAINING AGENCY is not an agent of the State, its officers, employees, agents 

or assigns. The MAINTAINING AGENCY is an independent entity from the State and nothing in this agreement creates 

an agency relationship between the parties. 

15. By signing th is contract, the contracting parties affirm, for the duration of this agreement, that they will not violate 

federal immigration law or knowingly employ, hire for employment, or continue to employ an unauthorized alien 

within the State of Alabama. Furthermore, a contracting party found to be in violation of this provision shall be 

deemed in breach of this agreement and shall be responsible for all damages resulting there from .
