b. In regard to Law Enforcement, the Sub-Grantee agrees to spend the appropriate percentage of this award in compliance with 
FEMA/DHS Homeland Security Grant Program guidance and ALEA special instructions. Additionally, the dollar amount and 
overall percentage for Law Enforcement expenditures will be documented in a letter and submitted with the BDW. 

Exercises: All exercises conducted with Homeland Security Gran! Program funding must he executed in accordance with the 
Homeland Security Exercise and Evaluation Program (HSEEP), must be aligned with NIMS, the State THIRA, and the 
priorities and capabilities identified in the Multi-year Training and Exercise Plan. The Alabama Emergency Management 
Agency (AEMA) serves as the single point of contact (POC) for Homeland Security and Emergency Management related 
ex.ercises within the state. All exercises must be coordinated in advance with the designated AEMA exercise point of contact 
in advance of the exercise planning cycle. The AEMA POC must be kept informed during each step of the exercise process.

b. Operational Overtime: ln support of efforts to enhance capabilities for detecting, deterring, disrupting, and preventing acts 
of terrorism, operational overtime costs are allowable for increased security measures at critical infrastructure sites during US 
OHS -declared periods of increased security. Subject to these elevated threat level conditions, HSGP funds requested for 
organizational costs may be used to support select operational e)(penses associated with increased security measures at critical 
infrastructure sites. In order to expend HSGP funds on operational overtime costs, prior approval in writing must be provided 
by the FEMA Sub-Grantee.
