RENEWAL AND CLARIFICATION AGREEMENT 

This Renewal and Clarification Agreement ("Renewal Agreement") is made and entered 
into by and between the Baldwin County Commission, the honorable county governing 
body of Baldwin County, Alabama (hereinafter referred to as "COMMISSION"), and 
Aaron Media Services, a Sole proprietor (hereinafter referred to as the "PROVIDER"). 

WITNESSETH: 

WHEREAS, the COMMISSION remains committed to public access, and 
providing information to the public; 

WHEREAS, the COMMISSION continues to cause the production of various 
documentaries; 

WHEREAS, the COMMISSION and the PROVIDER entered into an Agreement 
for Professional Services on or about March 16, 2021 (the "Professional Services 
Agreement"), that the COMMISSION and PROVIDER desire to renew; and, 

WHEREAS, the Professional Services Agreement contained a minor error which 
the COMMISSION and the PROVIDER desire to con-ect. 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and the mutual covenants 
contained herein, the sufficiency of which being hereby acknowledged, PROVIDER and 
COMMISSION do hereby agree as follows:

2. 

Renewal. The Professional Services Agreement, attached hereto as 
Exhibit "1" and incorporated herein by reference, is set to expire 
on April 14, 2022, with an option to renew upon agreement of both 
parties for up to two additional twelve (12) month periods. The 
paities desire to renew the agreement for one•additional twelve 
(12) month period upon expiration of the initial term. The parties 
hereby agree that the Professional Services Agreement is renewed 
for an additional twelve (12) month period from April 14, 2022, 
and expiring on April 14, 2023. 

Clarification. The parties desire to clarify the manner of 
compensation under the Professional Services Agreement. The 
Professional Services Agreement states, in pait, that, 
"Compensation to PROVIDER for work shall be paid pursuant to 
the terms, prices and amounts set out in Paragraph 1 of this 
[Professional Services] Agreement." The reference to Paragraph 1 
is an eITor as Paragraph 1 of the Professional Services Agreement 
does not describe compensation. Exhibit "A" to the Professional 
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Services Agreement outlines compensation as follows: "The 
Baldwin County Commission will be billed for each thirty-minute 
(30) production or show at a price of$3,000.00 each." The 
perfo1mance of the Professional Service Agreement has been based 
on compensation as outlined in Exhibit A to the Professional 
Services Agreement and the patties desire to continue performance 
in the same manner. 

3. No Other Changes. All other provisions of the Professional 
Services Agreement remain unchanged.

AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES 

This Agreement for Services (" Agreement") is made and entered into by and between the 
Baldwin County Commission, the honorable county governing body of Baldwin County, 
Alabama (hereinafter referred to as "COMMISSION"), and Aaron Media Services, a 
Sole proprietor (hereinafter referred to as the "PROVIDER"). 

WITNESSETH: 

WHEREAS, the COMMfSSION remains committed to public access, and 
providing infonnation to the pub lic; and 

WHEREAS, the COMMISSION continues to cause the production of various 
documentaries; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and the mutual covenants 
contained herein, the sufficiency of which being hereby acknowledged, PROVIDER and 
COMMISSION do hereby agree as fo ll ows: 

1. Term. This Agreement shall be effective on April 13 , 2021 and 
terminate upon the expiration of twelve (12) months, on April 14, 
2022, with an option to renew upon agreement of both parties for 
up to two additional twelve ( 12) month periods. 

2. Prov ider' s Services. The COMMISSION retains, and the 
PROVIDER agrees to perform for the COMMISSION, those 
professional services as set forth . PROVIDER shall immediately 
commence performance of the professional services outlined 
herein upon full execution of this Agreement. All work shall be 
commenced and completed in a timely manner as, herein as set 
out. 

3. Services to be Rendered. PROVIDER is retained by the 
COMMISSION as a professionally qualified producer of 
documentaries, upon request by the Commission. The general 
scope of work for the services will include the following: 

a. Recording and production of documentaries, as 
more fully described on "Exhibit A" attached 
incorporated herein. 

b. Insurance Documents "Exhibit B" 
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c. Recording and production of documentary program 
materia l in Baldwin County, Alabama, wi ll include: 
municipalities, unincorporated communities, 
landmarks, annual area activi ties, festivals, 
reenactments, historical educational institutions, 
other historical activities and county depaitment 
informational videos. 

4 . Compensation. Compensation to PROVIDER for work shall be paid 
pursuant to the terms, prices and amounts set out in Paragraph I of this 
Agreement. Said compensation shall be all inclusive, including without 
limitation, reimbursement of all cost, incidentals and operating expense 
associated w ith those directly engaged in performance of the requested 
services. 

5. 

a. PROVIDER shall submit invoices to the COMMISSION for work 
performed. Such invoices shall be accompan ied by a detailed 
account of compensation to be paid to the PROVIDER. 

b. Payment shall be made by the COMMISSION within (30) days of 
the approval of the invoice submitted by the Provider. The 
COMMISSION agrees to review and approve invoices submitted 
for payment in a timely manner. 

c. Any and all additional work, expenditures or expenses of 
PROVIDER, not listed in fu ll within this Agreement, shall not be 
considered as a part of this Agreement and shall not be demanded 
by PROVIDER or paid by COMMISSION. 

Termination. The COMMISSION or PROVIDER may terminate this 
Agreement, with or without cause or reason, by giving thitty (30) 
days written notice of such to the other patty. Upon receipt of such 
notices, PROVIDER shall discontinue its work to the extent 
specified in the notice. In the event of termination, the 
COMMISSION shall pay PROVIDER for all services satisfactorily 
rendered, and for any expenses deemed by COMMISSION to be a 
reimbursable expense incurred pursuant to the Agreement and prior 
to the date of term ination. 

PROVIDER Representation and/Warranties. PROVIDER represents 
And warrants to the COMMISSION that it possesses the 
professional, technical, and administrative personnel with the 
spec ific experience and training necessary to provide the 
professional services required herein. PROVIDER represents and 
warrants that PROVIDER is presently certified, licensed and 
otherwise permitted under a ll necessary and applicable laws and 
regulations to perform the services herein, and PROVIDER agrees to 
renew, maintain, and otherwise ensure that al l such certifications, 
licenses, and permits are current and valid, w ithout interruption, for 
and through the tenn of this Agreement. 
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6. PROVIDER. Shall at all times comply with all applicable Federal, 
State, local and municipal laws and regulations. 

7. Ownership of Documents/Work. The COMMISSION shall be the 
owner of all copyright or other intellectual property rights in videos, 
compact discs, DVDs, reports, documents and deliverables produced 
and paid for under this Agreement, and to the extent permitted by 
Alabama law, any such material may be reproduced and reused at the 
discretion of the COMMISSION without payment of further 
consideration. PROVIDER shall not transfer, disclose, or otherwise 
use such information for any purpose other than in performance of 
the services hereunder, without the COMMISSION' S prior written 
consent, which may be withheld or granted in the sole discretion of 
the COMMISSION. 

8. Independent Contractor. PROVIDER acknowledges that it is an 
independentcontractor, and PROVIDER shall at all times remain as 
such in performing the services under this Agreement. PROVIDER is 
not an employee, servant, partner, or agent of the COMMISSION 
and has no authority, whether express or implied, to contract for or 
bind the COMMISSION in any manner. The parties agree that 
PROVIDER shall be so lely responsible for and shall have full and 
unqualified control over developing and implementing its own means 
and methods, as it deems necessary and appropriate, in providing he 
services hereunder, and that the COMMISSION 'S interests herein 
are expressly limited to the results of said services. PROVIDER is 
not entitled to unemployment insurance benefits, and PROVIDER is 
respons ible for and obligated to pay any and all federal and state 
income tax on any monies paid pursuant to the Agreement. 

9. No Agency Created. It is neither the express nor the implied intent 
of PROVIDER or COMMISSION to create an agency relationship 
pursuant to this Agreement. Therefore, the PROVIDER does not in 
any manner act on behalf of COMMISSION, and the creation of such 
a relationship is prohibited and void. 

I 0. No Prohibited Exclusive Franchise. The COMMISSION 
neither perceives nor intends by this Agreement a granting of an 
exclusive franchise or vio lation of Art. I, Section 22 of the Alabama 
Constitution. 

11. Insurance. Prior to performing services pursuant to this Agreement, 
Provider shall carry, w ith insurers satisfactory to the County 
Commission, throughout the term of hereof, Commercial General 
Liability Insurance, including a ll contractual liability hereunder, with 
limits not less than $ 1,000,000, combined sing le limit, for both 
bodily injury liability and prope1ty damage liability each occurrence; 
All liability insurance shall name the County Commission as an

additional insured. Prior to commencing operations hereunder, a 
Certificate of Insurance evidencing such coverage, satisfactory to 
County, shall be furnished to County, which shall specifically state 
that such insurance shall provide fo r at least a thirty (30) day notice 
to County in the event of cancellation, termination or any change in 
such insurance policies. The workers compensation certificate shall 
bear an endorsement c learly evidencing a waiver of the right of 
subrogation against the County and County Representatives. Should 
Provider fail to furni sh current evidence upon demand of any 
insurance required hereunder, or in the event of cancellation, 
termination or change in any such insurance, Commission may, at its 
option, suspend this Agreement until insurance is obta ined, terminate 
this Agreement immediately without fmther action, or hold Provider 
in material defaul t and pursue any and all remedies available. Said 
Cettificate of Insurance evidencing said coverage is attached hereto 
as "Exhibit B" as if fully set fotth. 

Indemnification. To the full est extent allowed by law, PROVIDER 
shall indemnify , defend and hold COMMISSION and its 
Commissioners, affi liates, employees, agents, representatives, 
contractors, subcontractors, licensees and invitees (collectively 
here in, "COMMfSSfON") harmless from and against any and all 
claims, demands, liabilit ies, damages, losses, j udgments and costs, 
and expenses including, without limitation , attorneys' fees, for any 
and all personal injury (including death), prope1ty damage or any 
other damage or inj ury of any kind or nature whatsoever, incurred 
by, asse1ted against, or imposed upon COMMISSION, arising from 
or re lated to this Agreement or the services to be provided 
hereunder. 

Notice. Notice required herein shall be in writing, unless otherwise 
allowed, and said shall be deemed effective when received at the 
following addresses:

This Agreement represents the entire and 
integrated agreement between the COMMISSION and PROVIDER 
and supersedes all prior negotiations, representation, or agreements, 
either written or oral. This Agreement may be amended only by 
written instrument signed by all parties.

Force Majeure. The Pa1ties hereto shall incur no liabili ty to the other 
if performance becomes impossible or impracticable by reason of an 
event or effect that the parties could ne ither have anticipated nor 
controlled. This allowance sha ll include both an act of nature and 
acts of third parties. Any costs that would otherwise be incu1Ted 
and/or necessitated by the provis ions herein shall be alleviated for 
either party by such event or effect. 

Failure to Strictly Enforce Performance. The failure of the 
COMMISSION to ins ist upon the strict performance of any of the 
terms, covenants, agreements and conditions of this Agreement sha ll 
not constitute and shall never be asserted by PROVIDER as 
constitution, a default or be construed as a waiver or relinquishment 
of the right of the COtvIMISSION to thereafter enforce any such 
term, covenant, agreement, or condition, but the same shall continue 
in full force and effect. 

17. Assignments. This Agreement or any interest herein sha ll not be 
assigned, transferred or otherwise encumbered by PROVIDER 
without the prior written consent of the COMMISSION, which may 
be withheld or granted in the so le discretion of the COMMISSION. 

18. N umber of Originals. This Agreement shal l be executed with two (2) 
originals, both of w hich are equally valid as an origina l. 

19. Governing Law. This Agreement and all aspects thereof, including 
without limitation any and all c la ims or actions arising therefrom or 
based thereon, shall be governed by the law of the State of Alabama, 
without regard to Alabama conflict of law principles, and any action 
between the parties hereto shall be brought so lely into the Circuit 
Court of Baldwin County, Alabama. 

20. Severability. If any one or more of the prov isions contained here in 
shall, for any reason, be held to be invalid, illegal or unenforceable 
in any respect, then such provis ion or provisions shall be deemed 
severable from the remaining provis ions hereof, and such invalidity, 
illegality or unenforceabi lity shall not affect any other provision 
hereof. This Agreement shall be construed as if such invalid, illegal 
or unenforceable prov ision had never been contained herein . 

21. Attorney's Fees. Notwithstanding anything contained herein to the 
contrary, should the COMMISSION employ an attorney or attorneys 
to enforce any of the terms and conditions hereof, or to recover 
damages for the breach of the terms and conditions hereof, or to 
respond to any matter raised by the other party, the COMMISSION 
shall be entitled to recover from the PROVIDER all reasonable 
coasts, damages, and expenses, including reasonable attorney's fees, 
expended or incu1Ted in connection therewith.
